The SKY Center is a unique teaching and training field site for your Masters level internship or practicum.  The SKY Center, located behind DeVargas Middle School in Santa Fe, provides free, comprehensive counseling services to at-risk youth and their families. At the same time, it is a stimulating and demanding training environment focusing on research-based interventions and utilizing a family systems model.   Students who receive training at the SKY Center will gain experience in treating a wide range of child and adolescent mental health issues and family problems, including: post divorce adjustments, mood and behavior problems, suicide risk issues and school difficulties. 

With the use of a one-way mirror, individual and group supervision, graduate students  enhance clinical skills by integrating feedback from live supervision offered by seasoned supervisors.  One of the goals of the SKY Center program is to increase the number of counselors and other behavioral health professionals practicing in New Mexico who are knowledgeable and skilled in the area of suicide prevention, family treatment and intervention for a full range of youth and family issues. On recent program evaluations, 100% of former interns rated the quality of supervision as exceptional, outstanding, or very good.  


The SKY Center is a collaborative effort between the New Mexico Suicide Intervention Project (NMSIP) and Santa Fe Public Schools (SFPS).  NMSIP is a non-profit, community-based organization dedicated to reducing the rate of youth suicide and related risk issues in Santa Fe County and northern New Mexico.  SFPS provides space to house the center and on-going in-kind support. The center receives funding from the NM Department of Health, City of SF, and various private foundations.
